Attendance at School 
In our current practice of analysing our attendance data, the Attendance Committee have 
become concerned at the number of days absent that are being recorded on a daily basis. 
For example, during Term 3, on average there were 30 students absent from school every 
Friday. It is so very important that students are at school every day unless sick, attending 
doctor’s appointments or other family related matters e.g. attending a funeral. Parents are 
required by law to ensure their children attend school. Please support your child's 
education by ensuring they are at school every day and by providing a note (or doctor’s 
certificate) to explain the absence. 
Planning Classes for 2016  
If you know that your child will not be attending Tolland Public School in 2016 (excluding 
Year 6), we need to know as soon as possible. Planning for 2016 classes has already 
begun and accurate information really assists the school. Please advise the school office 
in writing (if you have not already done so) so that we can finalise our numbers. Please 
also indicate to the office staff if your child/children will be late arriving at the beginning of 
2016 due to an extended holiday.
